Who Wrote “My Savior’s Love” ? 
Charles Hutchinson Gabriel, author and composer of “My Savior’s Love,” was the most prolific 

and popular gospel song composer during the height of the Billy Sunday-Homer Rodeheaver 

evangelistic crusades .  He edited more that forty hymnals and helped publish more than 

eight thousand gospel songs throughout his lifetime.   

 

In 1912, Gabriel joined the Rodeheaver-Hall-Mack Music Company as its editor and  

maintained this position until his death in 1932.   

 

Other well known songs by Gabriel are “Since Jesus Came into My Heart,” “He Lifted Me,” 

“Send the Light” and “Higher Ground.” 

 

“My Savior’s Love” first appeared in 1905 in the hymnal Praises, compiled and published by 

another fine gospel musician of that era, E.O. Excell.  It is still a favorite of many today.  

 

We as humans cannot begin to fathom how a God who is perfect can love a broken and sinful 

world like us, but He does.  He loves us so much that He sent His Son over 2000 years ago to 

bring us back to Him.  What a huge sacrifice He made for us by giving His Son; first as a ba-

by and then He had to die on the cross for our sins.   God loves you!
